PRESS RELEASE

The association pat & pol is happy to announce the selected artists from the open call for an
exhibition at the Old Town Gallery in Zichy Palace in Bratislava. The jury has selected 12
international artists whose work will be presented at the exhibition “Still Here” in September 2022.
The exhibition aims to acknowledge the importance of contemporary art production in imagining a
new positive future, in empowering communities, in stimulating public dialogue and in healing our
collective body. How can we imagine through art a more positive future beyond the reality of our
current global experience? Can art imagine new social structures? Does the moment of crisis also
present an opportunity to shift our perspective? We invite contemporary artists to consider what new
social imaginaries might look like, what forms of a new collective body we can create, how we are all
interconnected and interdependent, and what climatic imaginaries in art can be proposed to illuminate
efforts towards amelioration. The jury has selected the following artists responding to the open call
topic:

Ksenia Bilyk (Ukraine) studied painting at the Shevchenko State Art School, architecture at the
National Academy of Visual Arts and Architecture in Ukraine and interior design at the Jan Matejko
Academy of Fine Arts in Poland. She participated in group exhibitions in Ukraine, Poland, France,
USA and Japan. Ksenia's artistic practice explores the influence of propaganda, lies, power and the
way a person builds myths around these topics. This is why she chooses textiles as her main medium.
For her, fabric is like the human body - a kind of matter that reflects our experience. However, she
often works with other techniques as well.

Peter Brandt (Denmark) studied at The Royal Danish Academy of Fine Arts, Copenhagen and the
Royal Institute of Art, Stockholm. Brandt also had extensive training in classical ballet, movement,
acting and voice in both London and Copenhagen. Brandt had residencies at Delfina Foundation,
London, Cité Internationale des Arts, Paris, Circolo Scandinavo, Rome and The Danish Institute in
Rome. In 2020 the book No Safe Place was published by Really Simple Syndication Press and in the
same year, he received the Danish Arts Foundation’s three-year working grant.

Amir Chasson (Britain, b. Israel) received an MA in Design from Middlesex University, London
(2007) and an MFA from Goldsmiths College, London (2010 w/ distinction). During his time at
Goldsmiths, Amir’s work was twice selected for Bloomberg New Contemporaries (2009 and 2010)
and shortlisted for the Jerwood drawing prize (2009) and for the The Jerwood Painting Fellowship
(2012). He won the 2012 Abbey Award for a Fellowship at the British School at Rome and an
Est-Nord-Est Residency in Saint-Jean-Port-Joli, Québec (2015).

Marusya Chuprynenko (Ukraine) is an actress of the Kyiv Maly Drama Theater and the author and
performer of songs for her music project, entitled Artistka Chuprynenko. Marusya's acting work in
theater (and even in cinema) has always intersected and interacted with music; each role was enriched
by and revealed through musical means. Her solo music project is distinguished primarily by the
depth of content, minimalist sound and extreme honesty of performance.

Maika Dieterich (Germany) studied communication design in Mainz, Germany. She particularly
enjoys researching technological and philosophical topics and their societal impact and presenting
them in new forms using various media and digital tools. Current research interests are artificial
intelligence and blockchain and working together on the Super Mbalit Festival in Dakar, an upcycling
festival by designers from Germany and Senegal.

Petra Garajova (Slovakia) is a designer currently based in Barcelona, exploring the boundaries of
digital fabrication and material research. During the last years of her architectural studies at the
Academy of Arts Architecture and Design in Prague, she encountered different perspectives of
architectural thinking. She collaborated with Medialab Matadero in Madrid, where she worked on the
first prototypes of 3D printing clay with wool. She is part of the European project Shemakes.eu as an



ambassador between Fab Lab Barcelona and TextileLab Iceland, where she is working on the Lab to
Lab project - Rethinking Wool.

Charmaine de Heij (the Netherlands) is a photographer who investigates personal and contested
histories. She studied photography in Berlin. Charmaine examines the incomprehension of the world
we live in today and the occurrences that are close to her. Her photography touches on different
psychological states of being and her own identity. Charmaine has a mixed heritage: Dutch and
Surinamese. With her work, she wants to be a representative of her cultural heritage and to create
more understanding. Her work has been exhibited in Berlin, Amsterdam, Hamburg, Paris, Liverpool,
or London. She was selected as one of Adobe's Rising Stars, Fresh Eyes by GUP and as New Dutch
Photography Talent.

Jena Jang (South Korea) is a multimedia artist based in Prague, the Czech Republic. She studied
visual art and animation at Academy of Arts, Architecture and Design in Prague and now pursues a
PhD in Visual Communication at time-based media atelier at University of Jan Evangelista in Usti nad
Labem. Her research project ‘Contemporary Art of Healing: New Generation of Shamanism Ritual
(2019-)’ is a series of artistic rituals of energy purification, from negativity to positivity through
multidisciplinary arts. She was invited to perform at Zaratan - Arte Contemporanea in Lisbon
(Portugal), Konvent Zero in Cal Rosal (Spain), and Prague Biennale - RECONNECT ART 2021 in
Prague (the Czech Republic). In 2022, she will participate in a painting residency programme
organised by Mark Rothko Art Centre, Vilaka City Museum in Latvia.

Marc Lee (Switzerland) focuses on real-time processed, computer programmed audio visual
installations, AR, VR and mobile apps. He reflects critically creative, cultural, social, ecological and
political aspects. His work has been shown in major Museums and new media art exhibitions
including: ZKM Karlsruhe, New Museum New York, MMCA Seoul, Transmediale Berlin, Ars
Electronica Linz.

Agata Milizia (Italy) lives and works in Diisseldorf. Her practice is multidisciplinary, including
writing, sculpture, installation and sound. She has already written two books of poems and short
stories under the pseudonym I. G. Braga, Uncontrolled Indulgence 2015-2020 (2021) and
Lazybones/Ossa stanche (TBA). Milizia studied at the Academy of Fine Arts Dresden and at the
Kunstakademie Diisseldorf (2021). She was awarded the graduation prize by the Society of Friends
and Sponsors of the Kunstakademie.

Petra Nela Pucdekova (Slovakia) is a multidisciplinary artist. She studied intermedia at the Academy
of Fine Arts and Design in Bratislava. She has performed at the Same Same But Different festival,
S.M.A K. contemporary art gallery in Ghent, and at the projects Transarts Communication, Festival
Nasuti and White Night. She exhibited in the group show Body, Spirit, Revolt at Gama Gallery,
Istanbul (2018). She collaborates with the Anxiety Institute and LES, organizations that research the
anxiety stemming from the times we live in and look for possible structural changes. Her work
explores the limits of language, the exchange of information between human and non-human beings,
and their mutual and irreversible interconnectedness.

Ojo Taiye (Nigeria) is a writer who uses poetry as a handy tool to hide his frustration with society.
Taiye’s most recent work is largely concerned with the effects of climate change, homelessness,
migration, drought and famine, as well as a range of transversal issues ranging from racism, black
identity and mental health. His projects explore neocolonialism, institutionalized violence and
ecological trauma in the oil-rich, polluted Niger delta. His poems have been published or are
forthcoming in Salamander, Consequence Forum, Stinging Fly, Rattle, Cincinnati Review, Banshee,
Willow Springs, Lambda Literary, Fiddlehead, Puritan, Frontier Poetry, Notre Dame Review, or
Strange Horizon. Taiye worked on the Future(s) with Catalyst Arts and Belfast Photo Festival (2021)
and on the Sustrans Black History Month Art Project (2021).




THE ORGANIZERS AND CURATORS:

PAT & POL is a civic association whose aim is to support contemporary art in Slovakia with an
emphasis on the emerging generation of artists. In its activities, PAT & POL focuses on new ways of
presenting young art. Among the association's activities was the VSVU DIAR project, which
presented works by students of the Academy of Fine Arts for five consecutive years. The VSVU
Diary was also presented at the National Design Awards (2018-2020). The members of the
association are Oleksandra Bakushina (product designer and artist), Lucia Gamanova (designer and
multidisciplinary artist), Kvet Nguyen (photographer and visual artist) and Eva Takécsova
(multidisciplinary artist). This year they are also working in collaboration with Darjan Hardi (visual
artist), who together with Lucia Gamanova are behind the visuals for the STILL HERE exhibition.

Denisa Tomkova, PhD, is an art theorist and curator. She received her PhD in visual culture from the
University of Aberdeen (UK) in 2019. She has worked for the European Roma Institute for Art and
Culture (ERIAC) in Berlin as a researcher, curator and project coordinator. She has been a curatorial
and publishing researcher for SixtyEight Art Institute in Copenhagen. She is currently working as
curator of editorial programming at Kunsthalle Bratislava. She has published in various international
art journals including Third Text, Yishu: Journal of Contemporary Chinese Art, FIELD: A Journal of
Socially-Engaged Art Criticism, Camera Austria, and ARTMargins Online.

Ako si mézeme skrz umenie predstavit’ pozitivnejsiu budiicnost’ mimo reality nasej sicasnej globalnej
skusenosti? Dokazeme si vdaka umeniu predstavit’ nové socidlne Struktury? Predstavuje krizovy
moment pre nds zaroven aj prilezitost na zmenu perspektivy? Pozyvame sucasnych umelcov, aby
uvazovali o tom, ako by mohli vyzerat’ nové socialne usporiadania, aké formy nového kolektivneho
tela mézeme vytvorit, ako sme vSetci prepojeni a vzajomne na sebe zavisli, a aké klimatické
predstavy v umeni je mozné navrhnit' na priblizenie usilia o amelioraciu.

Narodnej akadémii vytvarnych umeni a architektiry na Ukrajine a interiérovy dizajn na Akadémii
vytvarnych umeni Jana Matejku v Pol'sku. Zucastnila sa na skupinovych vystavach na Ukrajine, v
Pol'sku, Franctuzsku, USA a Japonsku. Ksenia vo svojej umeleckej praxi skima vplyv propagandy, 171,
moci a sposob, akym si ¢lovek okolo tychto tém buduje myty. Prave preto si za svoje hlavné médium
zvolila textil. Latka je pre fiu ako I'udskeé telo - druh hmoty, ktora odraza nasu skusenost’. Avsak Casto
pracuje aj s inymi technikami.

Peter Brandt (Dansko) Studoval na Kral'ovskej danskej akadémii vytvarnych umeni v Kodani a na
Kralovskom intitite umenia v Stokholme. Brandt absolvoval aj rozsiahle $kolenia v oblasti
klasického baletu, pohybu, herectva a spevu v Londyne a Kodani.
